1.  How to identify if a website is secure 
 
 It is very easy to clone a real website and does not take 

a skilled developer long to produce a very professional-
looking, but malicious site.  

 There are many things you can look out for on a website 
to check whether it is secure.  

 
 Check that the website’s address seems to be genuine 

by looking for subtle misspellings, extra words, charac-
ters or numbers or a completely different name from 
that you would expect the business to have. 

 If there is no padlock in the browser window or 
‘https://’ at the beginning of the web address to signify 
that it is using a secure link, do not enter personal infor-
mation on the site. It is the ‘s’ in https that stands for 
secure. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 Websites which request more personal information 

than you would normally expect to give, such as user 
name, password or other security details in full, are 
probably malicious.
