News from Badger Class
This week Badgers have been focusing on adding 3-digit numbers together using counters,

Dienes and place value charts. They have been so careful with their methods and
concentrating on when we need to exchange numbers.

In writing, they have been looking at expanded noun phrases, adverbs and coordinating
conjunctions. We have started our planning for our first person narratives and they will be

including all of the grammar in their stories.

Badgers have loved our art lesson this half term. They created our interpretation of what the
'Quangle Wangle' would look like if he took his hat off. They used techniques such as tonking,

sgraffito and we mixed their own paint colours using the primary colours.

With Mrs Balugas they have been learning to count in French. Badgers would love to share
this at home.

This week they loved learning and performing our song, "Cauliflowers Fluffy", for the Harvest
festival. Well done, Badgers.



News from Otter Class
 

In Science this half term, we have been learning about electricity. During this topic, we
have been exploring and creating a range of series circuits. The children then carried out

a range of investigations relating to voltage, insulators and conductors. We found out
how the number of batteries and wires can affect the brightness of a bulb.

In Design technology, we have been learning about ‘Street food’. We made our own burritos.
Next we made our own pitta bead and hummus. The bread was a lot more popular than the

hummus! The children had to learn chopping and cutting skills, mixing and kneading
methods and how to use the blenders.

A Haiku consists of 3 lines, the first and third then has 5 syllables and
the second line consists of 7 syllables.

In History we have been finding out about the airbases in our local area that
were part of WW2 and about why these were so important during the war and
how they affected our local area then and now.

as if we were a child from East Anglia in 1942, when the American troops
arrived to the area. We are off to Duxford Air Museum at the end of the month

to find out more and make our learning come to life!
