To calculate the volume of cubes and cuboids:
1. Calculate the area of the cross-section (one face).

2. Multiply the area of the cross-section (one face) by its depth.

Area of cross section (face) = 2cm x 2cm = 4em?

4em? x 2cm = Volume of 8cm?

Area of cross section (face) = 4cm x 2cm = 8cm?

8cm? x 3cm = Volume of 24cm®
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
